Taken care of our grounds by cutting all overgrown foliage, lawns well trimmed, and hedges 
mapped out with mulch.  

. Installed new fences around the outdoor air conditioner units.  

. Cleaned out years of unneeded stored items in the Lower Church, Rectory and Parish Center. 

. Installed a new and highly visible sign for the Church with Mass times and other activities laid 
out.  

. Reconstructed the lower Rectory entrance and made it suitable and safe as a viable access to 
meeting rooms in the basement.  

. Renovated the kitchenette in the Lower Church Hall and made it well equipped it for church 
social activities. 

. Installed a brand new bell system in the Church.  

. Renovated the interior of the Rectory bringing it to appropriate standards.
